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Public Authorities maintain thousands of geodata sets, 

Mainly for their own purpose, like adress fixing, zoning, urban development, 

facility management, traffic concepts, water supply, and so on 

But also for tasks of further stakeholders, like the economy, science or even for 

private use. 

 

In the past, public authorities managed a lot of different licening models and 

determined different licening conditions for the different user groups: 

Some user groups had to pay, for other data where free 

Some had to register, other had free access 

Some got data immediate, other had to wait, and so on.. 

 

Isnót that confusing? 

Is that, what we think about administrative simplification? 

 

Last but not least: INSPIRE created a further special usecase: 
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the so called emergency use!

You must remember:  

The City of Vienna has decided, that in general, all Geoadata, which 

have the status public, have to be published via OGD. 

That means, we have no pricing for geodata anymore! 

The final strategic step was done in March 2015, when the city council 

decided, to publish even the so called multi purpose city map of Vienna 

via OGD. 

This  multi purpose citymap is the digital city servey of Vienna, 

consisting of millions of coordinates in an accuracy of some centimeters. 

With this publication, the city of Vienna is the first one in Austria 

publishing high resolution city servey geodata via OGD
